Along
the map’s border, a timeline
chronicles the company’s great
historical moments. It looks like
my GPS will be gathering some
more dust.

WITH GPS SO COMMON THESE DAYS, I’M
SURE most of you have already tossed your old
paper maps and atlases away. I mean recycled them.
After seeing Harley-Davidson’s Ride Atlas of North
America (published by Rand McNally, $34.95) on
my desk, I even had a coworker say, “Who needs an
atlas when you have a GPS unit?” That same per-
son then paused and said, “You do have a GPS,
don’t you?” like it would be some horrible faux
pas if I didn’t. Well, for the record, I do have a
top-of-the-line GPS, and it’s specifically
designed for use on a motorcycle. It works
wonderfully, but I rarely take it on the road.
Call me old fashioned, but I still carry maps
and atlases as my primary form of deter-
mining my location.

The key to the ride atlas is that it was
created with motorcyclists in mind. As

with the first two editions, this 105th
anniversary special is easy to navigate and chock

full of color maps, insider tips, seasonal riding
information, mileage charts, road construction
updates, and Harley dealerships.
One of my favorite features of this 336-page book

is the detailed road trips listed up front. In this edi-
tion, you’ll find details for 25 scenic rides, four leg-
endary rides, and 10 national park routes. That
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
