Second, all the zippers and snaps
are blacked out, giving the jacket
a stylish, understated look, which
is something I really like. The
Sturgis doesn’t have a belt (as
does the Legendary Classic ladies
jacket), but the tapered cut and
adjustable side lacing allow for a
snug fit. I stand 5'8" and the
medium was perfect. What I love
most about this jacket is that it
has a feminine look to it without
being too girlie. I’m not into pas-
tel colors or fringe, and the
Sturgis is exactly like one of my
husband’s vintage bike jackets,
except that it fits me correctly.
